in the game

e Communicate with the players and
encourage fair play

e Respond in a clear, calm and confident
manner to any appropriate request for
clarification by the team captains

e Prepare physically and mentally for
every match

e Complete and submit, accurate and
concise reports within the time limit
required for games in which | officiate.
